The water level
in 10 reservoirs of Punjab, Hi-
machal Pradeshand Rajasthan
was 16239 billion cubic
meters (BCM) as of August 31,
which is 83 per cent of the
storage capacity and up from
10-year average of 79 per cent
of the capacity during the
riod.

Centre to launch mariculture leasing
pohq for sustalnable use of resources

Parshottam Rupala, Union
