‘guidance note’ for
regulated entities
to tackle money
laundering risks

The Reserve Bank of India
has issued a “Guidance
Note” for regulated entities/
REs (banks, NBFCs, author-
ised persons, payment sys-
tem operators, etc) to deal
with risks related to money
laundering (ML) and terror-
istfinancing (TF).

The note on internal risk
assessment of ML and TF is
intended for the REs, partic-
ularly for the dealing staff
and the Anti-Money Laun-
dering  (AML)/Countering
Financing of Terrorism
(CFT)/Counter  Prolifera-
tion Financing (CPF) practi-
tioners of the REs.

In addition to supporting
the RE’s risk assessment and
compliance efforts, the doc-
ument also intends in help-
ing to formulate the intern-
ally developed RBA (risk
based assessment) of the re-
spective REs by laying down
certain broad principles,
methodology, etc The RBI
flagged the ever changing
business i and

Line Guarantee Scheme
(ECLGS) from FY 2020-21
onwards.

TOTAL PORTFOLIO

“It may also be noted that
nearly 85 per cent of the total
portfolio of approximately
20,807 crore insured under
CGFMU scheme, have been
repaid by customers. The re-
sidual non-performing port-
folio has been fully provided
for and technically written
offason March 31,2024,” ac-
cording to the filing.

The bank emphasised that
the maximum amount eli-
gible for claim under the CG-
FMU scheme is 15 per cent
of the total insured amount.
So far, it has claimed and re-
ceived an amount of ¥916.61
crore from NCGTC in
December 2022.

ADDITIONAL CLAIM

The bank said it had made an
additional claim 0f%1,296.32
crore in the second quarter
of FY24.

The bank noted that in ad-
dition to the above, the Bank
had raised a claim of about
3508 crore to NCGTC under
the ECLGS scheme so far,
out of which an amount of
%161.13 crore had been
settled by NCGTC. “The re-
maining amount of about
3347 crore was kept on hold,
pending the outcome of the
forensic audit. As the audit is
now completed, NCGTC has
allowed the Bank to review
and submit a fresh claim to
NCGTC for their considera-
tion,” per the filing.

Hyundai Motor India Ltd

strong electric vehicle (EV)
ecosystemin India.

The second-largest car-
maker in the country will be
pushing ahead with its EV
strategy, even as the electric
car market in India contin-
uestoevolve. Inits electrific-
ation efforts, HMIL is set to
introduce four new EV mod-
els, including the Creta EV,
(by Q4 of this financial year).

The company is actively
localising the EV supply
chain, covering battery
packs, drivetrains and other
key components, while also
investing in charging infra-
structure, said Unsoo Kim,
Managing Director, Hyundai
Motor India, at the an-
nouncement of the com-
pany’s IPO plans.

Although Hyundai has dis-
continued its Kona EV in In-
dia, it currently offers one
premium EV model priced
above T40 lakh. While the In-
dian EV market is still emer-
