Traders, farmers have held back
the produce expecting high returns

The carry forward stocks of
soyabean for the new oil
year starting October 2022
will be at a record 27.72 lakh
tonnes (It) as farmers, trade
and crushing units still hold
a sizeable chunk of the oil-

seeds from last year’s
output.

Trade body Soyabean Oil
Processors Association

(SOPA), in its latest supply
and demand estimates, has
pegged the oilseed stocks
with farmers, trade and
crushing units at 40.52 It.
Assuming another 12-13 It
get crushed during August
and September, based on
the trends over the past few
months, the carry forward
stocks at the beginning of
October are likely to be
around 27.72 It. “The carry

After falling sharply between
March and mid-July this year,
the continuous futures of
copper on the Multi Com-
modity Exchange (MCX) star-
ted to recover after marking a
low of X602.15. That is, the
contract has been on a recov-
ery since the past month and
is currently trading at around
665.

Although the price has
been moving up, the overall
bias remains bearish and we
expect the upside to be lim-
ited. The contract might re-
verse from either X670 or
X700 and resume its down-
trend. In that case, the price
could slip below the support
at X600 and decline towards
the support band of X530-
550. A fall below this is less
likely.

On the other hand, if the
contract manages to rally
past X700, it might turn the
trend bullish, wherein the
price could rise to X740.

That said, the resistance at
X700 holds true as of nowand
the trend remains bearish.

Go short in copper futures
when the price touches ¥670.
Add more shorts if it rallies
further to X700, and place an
initial stop-loss at X745. When
the contract reverses down-
side, as we expect, and dips
below X600, lower the stop-
loss to X670. Liquidate all the
shorts when the contract
touches X550.

The trade body, looking at
the current market situ-
ation, import and export
pattern, has revised up-
wards the import figures of
the oilseed to 4.5 It from
earlier 3.5 It.

Similarly, export figures
for the bean and direct con-
sumption have been revised
upwards by 0.5 Iteach to 11t
and 3.5 It, respectively.

The soyabean crushing
has been rather sluggish
during the current oil year
with farmers and trade pre-
ferring to hold back the oil-
seed anticipating higher
prices.

Total soyabean crushing
from October 2021 till end

July 2022 was 67.5 It — down
by about 23 per cent over
same period last year’s 87.5
It. On a monthly basis, soya-
bean crushing — which was
trailing last year’s levels till
April — has picked up over
the past three months.

As a result of lower crush-
ing and higher prices when
compared to the world mar-
ket, exports of soyameal
have seen a major decline,
so far.

Soyameal exports for the
October-July period were
only 5.86 It, a decline of 69

per cent over 18.98 It in the
same period a year ago.

Exports down

Accordingly, SOPA expects
the export of soyabean meal
to be around 6.5 It, down
from the earlier projections
of101t.

Also, the estimates of soy-
ameal import have been re-
vised downwards to 5.5 It
from the earlier estimated 7
It.

Meanwhile, the soyabean
seeding in the current
kharif season has ended and
the Agriculture Ministry has
pegged the area at 117.50
lakh hectares — higher than
115.10 lakh hectares a year
ago.

Trade sources said with
the prospects for soyabean
looking good and coupled
with huge carry forward
stocks the oilseed prices are
likely to come under pres-
sure when the harvest be-
gins late September.

New Delhi, August 10

As the Centre has been trying to
win back States that quit the flag-
ship Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima
Yojana (PMFBY), a drop in gross
premium in the current kharif
season can be a good sign for the
crop insurance scheme.

According to preliminary data
from 18 States, the gross
premium  collected under
PMFBY this Kkharif season is
314,943 crore as of August 10,
compared with 16,853 crore
during the whole of last season.
There could be some increase in
gross premium as more data are
compiled, experts said.

The amount of sum insured is
a notch higher at 394,642 crore
so far this season — up from
394,604 crore last season.

“The premium rate has gone
down in general as a risk factor
has been lowered after integra-
tion of digitised land record in
many States. Now, only one

Writing, printing paper prices hiked from Aug 1

Rates up by %3,000/t;
cost of raw material
imports surge

Chennai, August 10
Printing and writing papers have be-
come pricier from August 1 with pa-
per mills hiking rates by %3,000-
5,000 a tonne. “Over the past six
years, prices of these papers have
doubled from ¥50-55 a kg to over
X100 now;” said a paper trade analyst,
who did not wish to be identified.

Printing and writing paper prices
are up for three reasons. One, import
costs of white cuttings (wastes from
making paper) recycled by mills to
produce the papers have increased.
Two, prices of pulp in the global mar-
ket are near record highs.

Three, demand—domestic and ex-
port—for printing and writing pa-
pers has outstripped supply.

“A-grade millsare taking 60 days to
meetanyorder. B-grade millsare now
stepping up, though their quality
cannot match that of A-grade mills,”
said Rajesh Sundarani, Executive Dir-
ector of Chennai-based SBS Paper Re-

cycling Ltd.

Exports surge

“Demand for printing and writing
paper is higher than supply. There is
demand from publishers and educa-

tional institutions, for exports and
through government tender. Exports
are substantiallyhigh than in the pre-
Covid period,” said Deepak Mittal,
President, Federation of Paper
Traders Association of India.

“Paper mills are catering more to
export demand since the realisation
from the shipments is higher than
domestic prices,” said a Kolkata-
based paper trader.

>

No level-playing field
The trade analyst said currently; there
was no level-playing field for paper
traders vis-a-vis the mills. “You need
to get official approval to import
white cuttings and pay for it. Again,
you cannot import paper such as A4
since it has to conform to the Bureau
of Indian Standards. Then, there are
safeguard duties on imports. All
these have made imports costly,” the
analysts said.

As a result of these measures, the

import of newsprint has declined
sharply. Responding toa question, In-
formation and Broadcasting Minis-
ter Anurag Thakur told the Lok Sabha
two weeks ago that newsprint im-
ports had declined to 5.97lakh kg last
fiscal from 6.48 lakh kgin2020-21and
12.96 lakh kg in both 201920 and
2018-19.

“Asort of indirect cartelisation has
cropped up in the paper sector. They
have never had it so good,” he said.
Trade experts pointed to the results
of some of the paper mills as proof of
the good times they are enjoying.

Best quarterly results

JK Papers Ltd in a press release said it
had its best quarterly result ever for
the June quarter with its profit after
tax (PAT) rising by 152 per cent year-
on-year. Similarly, West Coast Paper’s
PAT was up eight times and that of
Emami Paper Mills has increased 68
percent.
